Critically analyze text for fact and opinion in complex topics that may be presented in multiple ways (e.g., propaganda) using other sources and previous knowledge.








Create and analyze summaries, organizers, outlines, and maps of how information relates to topics using different strategies (e.g., identify text structures, semantic feature analysis). 





Distinguish fact and opinion based upon subtle and more complex differences presented in text.





Use strategies for understanding increasing number of complex and technical vocabulary for the purpose of comprehending text.

Create and explore summaries of information presented within a text using visual and structural supports such as graphic organizers and semantic maps.





Use information in text to make predictions (e.g., about events, outcomes).

Make predictions based upon own knowledge, experiences, and information presented within text, inferred information, and information that goes beyond that presented in the text (e.g., opinions, etc.).
